NASCAR VIP SUITE PACKAGE DETAILS 
 

It appears that we have good interest in the NASCAR Brickyard 400 Practice and Qualifications / VIP Suite 
activity scheduled for Saturday, July 25, 2009 prior to our reunion dinner.  As a result of some requests 
received the last few days, I have booked a bus to take us over to the track and bring us back at a very 
reasonable cost; $18.00 per person.  Remember, we have unlimited food and drinks (including beer, wine and 
premium liquors) included in the VIP Suite package - so the bus makes a lot of sense - 1 Designated Driver 
for all.  The $18 is based on filling a 55 person motor coach at a cost of $925; plus $50 for parking the 
bus all day at the track.  Gratuity for the driver is up to each of us individually.  I am told that customary 
is about $1.00 - $2.00 per person paid directly to him/her upon our return. 
  
So, if you choose to take the bus, the entire package will cost $87 per person ($69 VIP Suite Credential + 
$18 bus transportation).  VIP Tower Terrace parking passes are still available at no additional charge to 
those who want to drive over on their own (1 pass/4 people).  We are getting a really good deal from 
Alliance Motorsports on this as the normal cost for the VIP Suite package alone for NASCAR Qualification 
Day is $100 per person.  So even with the bus, we are ahead and we are safe!!   
  
If you have never experienced a VIP Suite at Indy, it’s a pretty neat deal.  So consider getting a group of 
your classmates together and joining us.  If a second bus is needed, we'll look into it later.  There can be 
"no rest for the wicked" on this eventful weekend!! :-)  Here is the tentative schedule for the July 25th 
NASCAR event (remember the time change as we cross the Indiana line):

Payment is due by June 1st.  First come, first served.  Your check will reserve your VIP Suite Credential 
and your seat on the bus (if you choose to ride).  Do not send money for this event with your reunion 
reservation. I will need two checks mailed to:

The bus company has given us a very liberal cancellation policy and is willing to work with us.
